Format for Research Proposals
Purpose: Your proposal should describe your educational goals and interests. Explain how your goals and interests fit into the scope and spirit of the award category. Explain why you need funding for your research expenses.
What Research Is Eligible for an Award: Funding may be requested for faculty-supervised graduate or undergraduate research, such as a thesis, independent study, research assistantship in the field or lab, research training in a field school, or research experience in a study abroad program. We know that our students are interested in a broad range of topics and research experiences. You are encouraged to think creatively about how your goals, interests, and experiences might fit into the scope and spirit of the award categories.
Components: Your proposal must include the following components [in order].

1) Title of Proposal
2) Name of Faculty Supervisor

3) Abstract (125 words)
4) Purpose of the Research (125 words maximum) 
5) Theoretical Perspective (125 words maximum)
6) Literature Review (125 words maximum)
7) Methodology (125 words maximum)
8) Significance: (125 words maximum)
9) Itemized Budget and Justification: List and explain the expenses for which you are requesting an award. Funding can be requested, for example, for travel (including mileage), supplies, tuition and fees, or books.
10) Schedule: List and explain the dates when you expect to accomplish (or did accomplish) the important milestones of your research.

11)  References Cited: Use a style guide that is commonly accepted in anthropology, such as American Antiquity, American Anthropologist, or Chicago Manual of Style.
12) Institutional Review Board (IRB): Research that involves human or animal subjects may require IRB review and approval. If your research may involve human or animal subjects, discuss that aspect of your research with a faculty member and, in your proposal, discuss the need for IRB approval.
